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J.I.PACKER

British-born Canadian Christian theologian Dr. J.I. Packer
currently serves as the Board of Governors’ Professor of Theology
at Regent College in Vancouver, British Columbia and is consid-
ered one of the most influential Evangelicals in the world.

In 1979, Packer moved to Vancouver to take up a position at
Regent College, eventually being named the first Sangwoo You-
tong Chee Professor of Theology, a title he held until his retire-
ment. He is a prolific writer and frequent lecturer, but he is best
known for his book, Knowing God. He is a frequent contributor
to and an executive editor of Christianity Today and has served as
general editor for the English Standard Version Bible, a contem-
porary revision of the Revised Standard Version of the Bible.

American theologian Mark Noll wrote, “Packer’s ability to ad-
dress immensely important subjects in crisp, succinct sentences
is one of the reasons why, both as an author and speaker, he has
played such an important role among American evangelicals for
four decades.”
